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InstructionsSECU Public Fellow Internship Application

Selection for the 2021 SECU Public Fellow Internship (PFI) program follows a multi-stage process. Candidates must submit application materials for review and undergo a telephone or Zoom interview with community partner supervisors. All candidates selected for the SECU PFI program must meet the following criteria:

· North Carolina resident; 
· 3.0 or higher GPA in major field of study
· Completed 60 or more semester credit hours by beginning of internship; and 
· Not graduating prior to internship start date.

PFI applications must be completed and returned to the Office of Community Engagement and Research via email (communityengagement@ecu.edu) no later than March 7, 2021  at 11:59 PM. Applications for SECU PFI positions will begin review on March 8th. Candidates selected for a telephone interview will be notified by March 10th - this date may be pushed out a week dependent on applicant pool - via email from the Office Community Engagement and Research.

NOTE: Due to COVID19, some internships will be in a hybrid environment and some will be fully face to face. This information is listed in each of the job descriptions where it tells you about the site. The hybrid internships will require you to have your own mode of transportation if needed to travel to the site, and a reliable internet connection. We do ask that you continue to follow CDC and state guidelines for COVID19, wear your mask, social distance, and wash your hands regularly.

Interns must be available May 14th for a virtual orientation. Internships will begin on May 17th and last through August 14th.

All applicants must provide answers to the following questions as well as submit a copy of their most recent resume as a PDF document.
